Vocabulary 
Use dictionaries to check the meaning of words that they have read  
Discuss words/ phrases that capture the reader’s interest and imagination  
Check that the text makes sense, discuss understanding and explain meaning of words  
Inference 
Draw inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justify inferences 
with evidence 
Prediction 
Predict what might happen from details stated and implied 

Explanation 
Identify and explain how language, structure, and presentation contribute to meaning 
Check that the text makes sense to them, discuss their understanding and explain the meaning of words in context 
Retrieval 
Retrieve and record information 
Summarise 
Identify main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph and summarise these 

Word Reading 

• Read further common exception words, noting the 
unusual correspondences between spelling and sound 

• Read accurately and at a speed that is sufficient to 
focus on comprehension rather than decoding 

• Apply knowledge of root words, prefixes and suffixes to 
read aloud 

• Attempt pronunciation of unfamiliar words, drawing on 
prior knowledge of similar looking words 

Comprehension 

• Read a range of fiction, poetry, 
plays and non-fiction texts 

• Use dictionaries to check the 
meaning of words they have 
read 

• Draw inferences such as inferring 
characters’ feelings, thoughts and 
motives from their actions 

 

• Identify themes and conventions 
in a range of books 

• Predict what might happen from 
details stated and implied 

• Retrieve and record information 
from non-fiction 

• Justify views about age-
appropriate books
